[image: image1.png]MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
between
GREENWOOD LAKE UNION FREE SCHOOL DISTRICT
and the
TUXEDO UNION FREE SCHOOL DISTRICT

THIS MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT made and entered into this 7th day of October, 2008, by
and between GREENWOOD LAKE UNION FREE SCHOOL DISTRICT, County of Orange, State of New
York, party of the first part, hereinafter referred to as "Greenwood Lake" and TUXEDO UNION FREE
SCHOOL DISTRICT, County of Orange, State of New York, party of the second part, hereinafter referred to as
"Tuxedo."

WHEREAS, Greenwood Lake is duly empowered to enter into a contract with Tuxedo whereby all
children of school age in grades 9 - 12 residing in and enrolled in the Greenwood Lake School District shall be
taught in the Tuxedo School District during the school year commencing July 1, 2008, pursuant to the
applicable provisions of the Education Law;

WHEREAS, the parties have engaged in negotiations in good faith in an effort to arrive at a successor
agreement to a contract that expired on June 30, 2008 (“prior Agreement”), and;

WHEREAS, the parties have arrived at a Memorandum of Agreement with respect to arriving at such
successor agreement;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein, the parties hereby
stipulate and agree as follows:

1. Greenwood Lake hereby agrees to pay Tuxedo tuition in accordance with this Agreement for
receiving into and teaching in Tuxedo during the term of this contract all children of school age in
grades 9 - 12 residing in Greenwood Lake as provided herein and Tuxedo hereby agrees that in
consideration of such payment as hereinafter provided, all children covered under this contract shall be
admitted into Tuxedo public schools and be taught therein during the term of such contract; and such
children shall be entitled to and shall receive like and equal instruction to that imparted to the children of
like ages, grades and departments and shall be accorded all the rights and privileges enjoyed by the
resident children of Tuxedo in attendance at the school therein.

2. The provisions of this Memorandum of Agreement are subject to ratification by the respective

parties to the contract and the signatories below agree to recommend this memorandum for ratification.
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[image: image2.png]3. All proposals not covered herein made by either party during the course of negotiations shall be
deemed withdrawn.

4. Al provisions of the prior Agreement shall be carried forward except as hereinafter modified.

5. Unless otherwise noted, all dates involving the duration of the prior Agreement shall be conformed

to the duration of this Memorandum of Agreement.

6. Unless otherwise noted, all changes shall be prospective from the signing of this Memorandum of
Agreement.

TERMS OF SUCCESSOR CONTRACT

1. Duration: It is agreed that a contract duration of five (5) years is beneficial to both parties. However,
due to time and other constraints, the parties agree to implement an initial one (1) year agreement
effective July 1, 2008 through and including June 30, 2009. Such agreement shall be followed by the
required public vote seeking authorization from the voters of Greenwood Lake for an extension of the
agreement to June 30, 2013, Specifically, Greenwood Lake will schedule and conduct a public vote
seeking approval of the proposed agreement for years two through five, or from July 1, 2009 through
and including June 30, 2013. Such public vote shall be conducted no later than December 31, 2008.
2. Grade Levels: Itis agreed the Memorandum of Agreement provides for the tuitioning of all Greenwood
Lake Public School students in grades 9-12 to the Tuxedo Union Free School District.
3. Tuition Rate(s): Effective for the 2008-09 School Year, tuition shall be:
General Education - $12,800.00
Special Education - General Education Rate x 2.0
CTEC - General Education Rate x 0.5
Vocational Spec. Ed. - General Education Rate x 1.0
Provided that such public vote authorizes contract years two through five, for such years, the above General
Education Rate will be adjusted by the average percentage change, rounded to the nearest tenth of a percent, of the
total General Fund expenditures as reported on the ST-3 by both districts for 2006/2007 and 2007/2008 years for the
2009/2010 tuition rate.
4. Both Districts agree to forward a copy of their complete ST-3 to the other concurrently with its submission of

the document to the State.




[image: image3.png]5. Billing Procedure — Billing will be premised on enrollment as of the last Friday in September and in
January. Payment is to be made within 30 days of receipt (receipt assumed to be two days subsequent to
postmark of invoice).

A late payment of 2% per month shall apply in the event that payment by Greenwood Lake is not
postmarked within 32 days of the postmark of the invoice.
In the event the tuition for a particular student or students is disputed, based on a student’s classification
of tuition or enrollment status, the payment may be withheld as to the disputed student or students only,
pending resolution, providing that full payment for the remainder of the invoice is paid in a timely
fashion.
Subsequent to its receipt of per pupil aid, presently Flat Grant Foundation Aid, from the State, Tuxedo
will remit the lesser of one-half (50%) or $250 of such aid to Greenwood Lake based on Greenwood
Lake’s student enrollment attributable to that aid year.

6. Late Bus — Tuxedo will provide, at its sole cost, one (1) “Late Bus” at approximately 5:30 p.m. to a
central drop-off location to be agreed upon by the parties.

7. Board of Education Liaison ~ The role of the Greenwood Lake liaison to the Tuxedo Board will be

reviewed by the parties toward the goal of enhancing its effectiveness.

8. Joint Board Meeting — Each District will, at its Annual Reorganization Meeting, incorporate not less
than two (2) mutually agreeable dates in its calendar of Board Meetings on which Joint Board of
Bducation Meetings will be held.

9. Steering Committee — Each District will, at its Annual Reorganization Meeting name four (4)
individuals to a Joint Steering Committee. Each District’s representation on such committee shall
consist of the following: 1~ Board of Education Member, 1 ~ Administrator, 1 — Community Member
and 1 — Business Official.

In addition, Orange-Ulster BOCES will facilitate the convening of the initial meeting of the Steering Committee
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
