We already have an increase in rollovers on Rt. 17 after the road was repaved, a positive improvement but a new condition.  I am sure the potential for rollovers and accidents will grow with the indrese of traffic and stormwater runoff.  

I realize there is lots of data to absorb for the proposed development.   I have heard many people with varying expertise speak.  I suggest you reach out to these people that hve studied the TR documents and put them on a committee to ad ise the Boad.  Then, listen to them.

Don’t sell us out.  There will be jobs for the contractors and children for our school.  Don’t sell us out by changing the permit.
